I trust you all had a good Easter.  Very flattered to be invited to write for 
the Communique; this is a lovely opportunity to share some of the latest 
news and developments from your local school - thank you.

This past term has potentially been the most eventful since the start of the 
pandemic, juggling both 'normal' school life and the health and well-being 
needs of our children, staff and parents.  We experienced unprecedented 
levels of pupil and staff absence whilst navigating the changing guidance 
around testing and isolation but achieved our ultimate goal of not closing 
classes and needing to move to remote learning.

S U N DAY  WA L K S
The 20th February walk took place in grey overcast conditions and was led 
by the writer. There were seven walkers starting in Aldbury at the Church 
Farm stables. We took the Hertfordshire Way path across the Golf Course to 
the Aldbury Nowers wood where we met the Ridgeway. This takes the Grim's 
Path route round the headland to Pitstone Hill. We walked up towards 
Incombe Hole, turning up into Crawley Wood before making a gradual 
descent across open fields to Duncombe Farm and Little Stocks. The last part 
of the walk was through Aldbury village and finished at the Musette Cafe 
rather than the normal pub. I think most walkers were quite content to round 
off their walk with a hot coffee on a rather dreary February day.

For our March 20th walk we had six takers, and this was led by Richard 
Daniels. We made a start from the Ivinghoe Beacon car park and walked 
through Coombe Woods staying close to the road before turning to walk over 
the field to Ward's Hurst Farm. We picked up the Icknield Way here, used the 
steps to descend into Hanging Coombe, walking through the woods until we 
made a right turn to walk across open fields towards Gallows Hill. From here 
we made a steady, gradual ascent to the Ivinghoe Beacon. The last part of 
the walk was a short stretch of the Ridgeway to the top end of Incombe Hole, 
then back to the cars. We returned to Wingrave, the weather was pleasant 
enough for us to sit out and have a beer on the balcony at the Sports 
Pavilion.

All are welcome for our walks, which normally take place on the 3rd Sunday 
of the month, starting at 9.30am from Nup End corner. The plan is to keep 
these to between 4 and 5 miles and to avoid any strenuous climbing or 
difficult terrain. The walks will be flagged up with Postie information as the 
day approaches.

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The following is the eulogy I wrote for Dad’s funeral service:-
 
Dad was born in December 1927 and his parents were Charles and Nellie who ran the 
village shop at the top of Nup End.
He first went to school in the old church rooms and then the school opposite the 
church as well as attending church on Sundays where he was a choirboy with his 
cousin John.
He would help with the running of the shop by biking to Leighton Buzzard and back 
to pick up supplies on a delivery bicycle with a basket on the front and also go out 
with his Dad on the horse and cart selling and delivering.
He would also bike to Wendover to his Mum’s parents to pick up and return their 
laundry.
He left school and joined the Aylesbury Motor Company to train as a motor mechanic 
where at first he mainly worked on tractors. This would include going on to the local 
RAF bases to repair the tractors used to pull the aircraft bomb loads.
During this time he served as a teenager in the Wingrave Home Guard along with his 
Dad who was a sergeant and a First World War veteran. Although some of the stories 
he told were just like an episode of Dad’s Army, he said they would have defended 
Wingrave to the last man.
He was then called up to join the Royal Airforce and trained in Hereford as an 
Aircraft Mechanic though his first posting was to RAF Marston Moor to guard 
German prisoners of war working on the railway. He was then sent out to the Middle 
East by a troop ship and he served in Egypt, Palestine and finally Iraq working on De 
Havilland Mosquitos and Hawker Typhoons. Dad was extremely proud of his time in 
the RAF.
Back in civvy street he returned to the Aylesbury Motor Company which in time 
became Perrys where he was the Foreman of the commercial vehicle section. He made 
lifelong friends here and retired at the age of 63.
While out with friends in Aylesbury celebrating the Queen’s coronation in 1953 he met 
a young Northern Irish nurse called Alison who became the love of his life. They 
married in 1955 and first lived in a cottage in Mill Close before moving to 82 Winslow 
Road which became a happy family home with my birth in 1957.They had so many 
happy memories together living here and were surrounded with wonderful neighbours. 
In 1996 Mum passed away after a long illness and Dad moved into the bungalow in 
Abbotts Way.
The family grew when I married Gill and had two sons Paul and Stewart which made 
Mum and Dad such happy proud grandparents. During the years living on his own 
Dad loved the visits, chats and phone calls from his two grandsons.
Dad played football for Wingrave where he was a captain and committee member 
for many years playing in two Oving Cup finals, a Field Shield final and winning the 
league. He enjoyed watching any football on TV but especially England and his 
beloved Arsenal.

He showed his vegetables in Wingrave and the local area 
winning many cups and trophies. There was many a time when I came home from 
work and Dad was preparing for a show and Mum would say to me “I wouldn’t go 
down the garden if I was you, it’s not quite going to plan at the moment”. He also 
won at the large events like the Bucks County Show and the Thame & Oxfordshire 
County Show. Even one year at Thame when someone nobbled his tomatoes he still 
won the cup! For all his show successes he was a very modest champion. 
 
He was a member of the Wingrave & Rowsham Gardens & Allotments Society for 
many years and was always happy to help and pass on his vast knowledge to new 
gardeners. Through his gardening he made so many close and dear friends.  He 
finally gave up his allotment at the age of 90.
 
Dad always put his family first and was a fantastic role model to us all and will be 
sadly missed.

Coaching Philosophy Community Engagement
The Coaching Policy should involve the wider club community in its 
creation, including players, parents and coaches, to ensure it can 
demonstrate engagement and support of the players and wider club 
community. It is suggested the Coaching Policy is created by the coaches, 
with the SMT providing governance framework and support.

Coaching Philosophy Coaches Agreement
The policy needs to be read and signed by all coaching team 
management prior to the start of each season – to account for any 
updates that may be made from time to time.

Coaching Philosophy Pre-Season Briefing
At the start of each season there should be an open meeting to share 
with the coaches and managers the club values, respect and 
safeguarding values, code of conduct and club coaching ethos.

Coaching Philosophy Audit
The club coaching ethos requires a means to verify it is being followed 
and to identify areas of improvement or where additional support is 
required. The SMT will consider a coaching ethos checklist to review at 
regular SMT sessions that allows for any auditing or validation activities 
to be regularly reported and tracked.

The Club are pleased to report that the Senior coaching lead, Rob Fenn 
will coordinate the coaching philosophy development. Coaches wishing to 
be involved are welcome – please liaise directly with Rob.

Coaches Meeting Action recording
At WJFC coaches meetings, all key actions will be documented and 
communicated to attendees after the meeting.

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WILD WINGRAVE 
W I L D L I F E  S U RV E Y

The Wild Wingrave steering 
group decided to conduct a 
series of surveys of flora 
and fauna in different 
habitats around Wingrave.  
The first of these was 
carried out on Saturday 
19th March in three 
habitats, a meadow, a 
hedgerow and a woodland.
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All plants and animals found were recorded and the three groups were 
overseen by Jane Wilmott, Linda Waugh and Valerie Godfrey.  Nineteen 
people turned out to help with the surveys and our sincere thanks go to 
all of them.
We were blessed with excellent weather and some interesting species 
were found given the time of year, a tortoiseshell butterfly larva, an 
adult Clancy’s rustic moth , a cloaked minor moth and a large common 
toad which was found in the meadow.  Following the survey which took 
approximately 90minutes to conduct a delicious tea was served in the 
garden of Church Farm House.
The next survey is scheduled for Saturday 28th May at 2pm.  A further 
two surveys will then be conducted on July 30th and September 24th.  
We are hoping this will provide us with excellent data on how the 
changing seasons influence the variety and number of species present.  
We are currently investigating how to incorporate all the data collected 
into an app which will be available for all to see.

You do not need to have detailed knowledge of plants and animals as 
identification charts are provided and full instructions will be given.
 
The Hedge at The Park
Paul Blissett did a great job laying part of the overgrown hedge at The 
Park. Why spend money on laying a hedge? If a hedge is allowed to 
grow without management, it will eventually fall over – witness some of 
the hedges on the fields around the village. Laying it creates a denser 
growth, provides habitats for insects and birds, creates food for 
overwintering. Once the hedge is laid, it will need trimming – every 3 
years is recommended for maximum benefit to wildlife.

C o n t i n u e d . . .
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We await the clearing of the brash (cuttings) by Greg O’Callaghan, due 
mid May.
The Parish Council hopes to complete laying this hedge next autumn – 
once the sap has started to rise in the spring, it is inadvisable to do 
this work on a hedge.
We hope you like it – and if you have not yet seen it, why not enjoy a 
spring walk? It’s on the boundary of Wingrave Park, in the corner 
opposite the Pavilion.
Verges in Mill Lane
We have been creating an information board for our wildlife verge on 
Mill Lane. To decorate the board, we asked local people, young and old, 
to send in their drawings of plants and flowers. There were over 50 
contributions, which have been combined to create a community artwork 
unique to Wingrave. The artwork and information are now being printed 
onto a wooden sign, which will be installed at the verge in the coming 
weeks. 
The verge has had its first cut and cuttings have been scraped off. 
Next one in late August, we will monitor flora in the meantime.
We are considering an ‘Adopt a Verge’ initiative in 2023? To encourage 
and educate local people to manage the verge outside their house for 
improved flora.
Bird Survey
This was launched at the Wilding Group meeting on the 16th of March, 
with aim of increasing our understanding of the local bird population 
and how it changes with time. We now have fourteen volunteers in 
Wingrave and seven in Rowsham who have indicated they would like 
like to help,
Records will be maintained via the Bucks Bird Club on the Gobirding 
web-site. Some people have started adding ad-hoc entries and the more 
formal total bird-count surveys will run between mid-April and mid-June, 
and again mid-November to mid-February, with each volunteer 
completing two surveys at least two-weeks apart.
Training walks are being organised, and the first one was on the 5th of 
April at 6.00pm. 
Slow and Wildlife Walks
Em Farell has offered to organise and lead some slow walks which take 
in local wildlife and instill a sense of well being. To be held on lighter 
evenings. Watch this space.
We may also run some wildlife walks – depends on having some settled 
weather in June / July.

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COUNTRYSIDE MATTERS
a v iew f rom the f ie ld
Russia is the largest exporter of 
nitrogen fertiliser and, alongside 
Ukraine, provides 30% of global 
wheat exports. 
The true impact of what’s happening is impossible to predict, but the 
situation looks very difficult for those countries that import grain. 
North Africa doesn’t have enough grain to get through to next 
harvest and the Middle East is equally reliant on Russia and Ukraine. 
I understand that The Nation Farmers’ Union has been in touch with 
their counterparts in the Ukrainian National Agrarian Forum and 
learnt that the situation is terrifying to witness. Russia has mined all 
ports to stop exports of grain leaving for overseas, and the farming 
fraternity faces enormous uncertainty with spring crops planting with 
little diesel, and all the young farmers away from the farms fighting 
for their country. The NFU is already sending £25,000 to the appeal. 
Through the NFU Brussels office with Member States, seeds, 
herbicides, and animal vet meds have already been sent where 
needed. The close-knit farming community always closes ranks to help 
one another. Also, Ukraine is one of the world’s largest exporters of 
sunflower oil, used extensively in domestic and trade cooking 
operations. I suggest that if you are a home baker get your home 
cooking flour shortly, later in the autumn flour will be at a premium. 

On another subject,  I understand that this country is pulling together 
to offer homes for Ukrainian refugees. 

I was lucky enough to attend a meeting at The Rose and Crown last 
week and very happy to tell you that Wingrave and surrounding 
areas are getting their act together big time with offers. Very well 
done Wingrave folk, always there in a crisis to help others, this is 
what our village does so well, full of well meaning and helpful people; 
you know who you are and thank you.

On a more worrying note, Paul and Kelly are finding things very 
tough at The Rose and Crown, having been through over 2 years of 
sheer hell. 

They, together with Andy and Sam, fed the four nurses for free in 
our pods for 12 weeks during lockdown, delivering food to these 
wonderful nurses unable to be at their homes, or sleeping on 
concrete floors in Stoke Mandeville Hospital. 

We must do all we can in the future to keep our last village pub 
open, and support it as much as possible.

W I N G R AV E  W I T H  R OW S H A M  
H E R I TA G E  A S S O C I AT I O N
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On Tuesday 28th June, Wingrave with Rowsham Heritage Association is 
organising a group visit by car (45mins away) to Waterperry Gardens, Nr 
Wheatley.
The eight acres of landscaped gardens at Waterperry have been a delight 
and inspiration to gardeners for more than 80 years.  Founded as a School 
for the training of young women for careers in professional horticulture by 
Beatrix Havergal in the 1930s, they provide a wealth of interest and 
garden design ideas.  There is a stunning classical herbaceous border over 
200 feet long, which in summer is ablaze with colour.  Leading the way are 
lupins and roses followed by delphiniums, but also to be enjoyed are the 
blues of salvias and the reds of giant Montbretia Lucifer as well as the 
silver foliage of artemisia.  A gardener’s delight!
There is also a Formal Garden reflecting planting styles through the ages, 
the Mary Rose Garden celebrating England’s favourite flower, a Walled 
Garden which has undergone exciting re-development, an alpine garden 
and an ornamental garden which is home to the National Collection of

WINGRAVE’S PRIMITIVE METHODISTS
Who were the Primitive Methodists?  They were a movement which broke 
away from the mainstream “Wesleyan Methodists” in about 1800, partly from 
a desire to conduct worship in a less ordered way and partly from a dislike 
of ministerial authority,  giving lay people a much higher status. 
The movement became established in Buckinghamshire in April 1835, when 
the Rev James Pole, the Primitive Methodist Superintendent for the 
Hounslow Circuit, walked the 20 miles from Hounslow to High Wycombe and 
“fixed his standard in Queen’s Square”.  James Pole was an energetic and 
charismatic preacher and the Primitive Methodist movement quickly spread 
across Buckinghamshire, with chapels being built in many towns and villages 
from about 1838 onwards.  By 1841 Thomas Fleet, a Wingrave carpenter, had 
provided the Primitive Methodist Connexion with a plot of land in Nup End 
Lane and a chapel was built there at a cost of £260. 
From the outset the Primitive Methodists in Wingrave were faced with a 
strong Baptist influence in the village, where an “Independent and Baptist” 
chapel had been opened in 1832. This is demonstrated by the Ecclesiastical 
Census of attendance on 30th March 1851, which also records the total 
population of the parish as 813; there seems to have been a remarkably high 
level of church attendance in the parish, particularly as the Independent 
Minister reported “a considerable number absent through illness and the 
state of the weather”. 

C o n t i n u e d . . .

1851 was a time of major social change in Wingrave and this change 
continued through the second half of the 19th century.  Agriculture was being 
mechanised, drastically reducing the need for labourers, and the opening of 
a new railway station at nearby Marston Gate in 1857 had a major impact 
on the mobility of people and goods. There was a growing need for new skills 
and trades, including bricklayers to construct the new houses which were 
springing up, often under the patronage of the Rothschilds.

Many of the new tradespeople and artisans worshipped at the Primitive 
Methodist Church.  One of them was Thomas Jones, who was a builder by 
trade, but also a local Methodist preacher for 20 years and, by all accounts, 
a supportive, energetic and popular man. 
The growing confidence and influence of the Primitive Methodists in the 
1880s and 1890s was of growing concern to Wingrave’s local farmers and 
the Parish Church Vestry who between them had dominated village life for 
many centuries.  Matters came to a head when a Parish Council was 
created under the Local Government Act of 1894; the majority of the newly 
elected councillors were nonconformists who worshipped at the Primitive 
Methodist and Independent chapels.
In January 1895 a number of local farmers wrote to the Bucks Herald “Sir: 
We, the undersigned, hereby attach our signatures as a protest against five 
of the so-called parish councillors acting for the above parish, on the 
grounds that they are disqualified according to the requirements of the 
Parish Councils Act, 1894”, the five councillors in question all being 
nonconformists, including Thomas Jones. This letter was ignored, but a few 
months later, on 18th March 1895, the conflict was escalated when the 
councillors arrived at the village schoolroom (the building now known as 
“Church Rooms” in Moat Lane) for their meeting, only to find that the 
furniture had been removed by the Vicar, the Rev Thomas Lockhart, 
“leaving only the bare floor for their accommodation”. 
The conflict between the nonconformists and the established village gentry 
rumbled on for a few years, but by 1900 a working relationship seems to 
have emerged and the Primitive Methodists had become fully established 
as part of Wingrave’s community.  They were particularly active in 
furthering the temperance movement and played a major role in the 
construction of a Temperance Hall which opened in 1891 and which became 
an important social centre for the village in the early 20th century.
By 1903 it was apparent that the existing Methodist Church building was 
too small for the expanding Primitive Methodist congregation, the growing 
Sunday school and increasingly popular musical and social activities.  It was 
therefore decided to construct an extension to accommodate a schoolroom 
and vestry and to add a kitchen on the back.  After a lot of negotiation a 
plot of land to the rear of the existing building was leased from Lord 
Rosebery and was subsequently purchased from him five years later.
The construction of the extension was underway in 1905, which proved to be 
a significant year for the Primitive Methodists.  Thomas Jones died suddenly 
in April – he was only 50 years old - and a memorial stone was laid in the 
wall of the extension.  In December six new trustees were appointed, four of 
them were bricklayers and two were labourers.

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These new trustees (including George Bignell, William Fleet and William 
Roberts) remained in office for many years and, through their drive and 
energy, ensured that Wingrave Primitive Methodists flourished into the 20th 
century.

One way to do your bit and give things a second life is to buy 
reconditioned. Some mobile providers such as Giff Gaff and O2 sell 
reconditioned phones with a 1 year guarantee. Amazon Renewed has a host 
of different refurbished products with the same warranty. Ebay has a 
Certified Refurbished hub which again has a wide range of devices 
available. The products on all these sites are usually much cheaper than 
new products, and the carbon footprint is much lower as the carbon cost is 
spread across two users.
 
When it comes to repairing otherwise damaged items, you can take them to 
Repair Cafes which are springing up across the country. The nearest to us is 
Tring, where there is a monthly Café on the third Saturday of each month. 
The next one is on 21st May at the High Street Baptist Church Hall 
(opposite the library), from 10:30 to 13:00. They will attempt to repair just 
about anything, and on a recent visit I fixed both a Dyson Hand Held 
hoover and an EV 13amp cable. Although it is technically free, they ask for 
a donation and of course the cost of any parts. In March the donations 
were to the Ukraine DEC appeal.
 
The expertise for the Cafes comes from among others, Men In Sheds. These 
are community groups across the country where men come together to fix 
things, I was helped by an ex BBC electrician. They get mindfulness benefits 
from their endeavours which is good for their mental health. So give them a 
hand and take them something to tinker with!

Private Tuition
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So what exactly do you wear to a meeting of the Memorial Garden Trust 
which takes place in the Memorial Garden, ie. the graveyard? Things to 
consider - respect for the dead, longish grass, possibly dew and weather. 
On the day of the meeting the sun was blazing. I am not good in the 
sun, even with the biggest hat I tend to feel faint, particularly if required 
to stand still for a long period. There is one more thing that I am going 
to talk about which is rather personal, but also rather common in people 
who spend a lot of time outside. I have always had rosy cheeks, but in 
the last year or two developed a permanently rosy cheeks and sometimes 
nose, which I was not happy about. I had given up alcohol but was not 
going to give up coffee too
It is a long-term chronic condition called Rosacea. It isn’t known why 
people get it. It usually primarily affects the face, including the scalp. 
Women are more likely sufferers, but when men do have it, it tends to be 
more severe. Early signs include blushing and redness that tends to come 
and go, and sometimes a burning or stinging feeling when using water or 
skincare products. At some point the redness just stays, sometimes veins 
break on the skin and small pink or red spots appear.  It can affect the 
eyelids and after a long period of time the skin on the nose thickens. 
Things that trigger it once you have it are alcohol, spicy foods, cheese, 
caffeine, hot drinks and aerobic exercise. Although with the increasing 
acknowledgement of how different people respond to food and medicine 
if they have Rosacea, you will know that not all of these things 
necessarily apply to you and some may not at all. Things that you are 
told to do are avoid heat, sunlight, or humid conditions! Wear a SPF of 
30 or more every day and cover your face in cold weather. It is likely like 
that stress probably exacerbates it too.
I had put on my factor 50 sunscreen and a big hat, and off I went to 
meet my fellow Trustees, Alan Frost, John Cotton and Roy Heape, long 
standing secretary of the Trust. The residents of the ex-church, now 
converted into three homes, were to meet us after the meeting to talk 
about anything that had arisen and to provide a space to listen to any 
concerns that they had about their front garden. I was not yet 60 at this 
meeting so not a pimply youth, although a red-faced one, but I am the 
youngster of the group.  I had learnt a lot about the history of the Trust 
from my first meeting with Roy and John. I knew the moment John 
started chairing the meeting, standing and juggling papers in the 
breeze, that I was attending a masterclass in meeting etiquette.

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I would bet my bottom dollar that none of them would even dream of 
breaking a law that they brought into being. Matters of broken 
headstones, hedges, holes, grass cutting, verge cutting, finances, 
grants, the replacement of plaques were spoken of, thought about and 
some things decided upon. At one point I thought I was going to faint, 
I felt very dizzy and had hot and cold sweats, but I was standing next 
to Roy. I thought fainting next to a man who was old enough to be my 
father was just too embarrassing, so I hung on somehow and slowly 
came round after about 15 minutes. 
My next outdoor adventure was at the village fete. I had offered to 
run a book stall and as John Hawke was due to be away my offer was 
accepted. It is over to you again John this year, please.  My stall was 
located next to the Parish Council one and I helped a little bit putting 
up the boards on which information about S106 were to be placed. 
Chair of the Council, Jeremy Pugh was there, Hannah Price and Jan 
Walmsley too. Gavin Chater, Chair of WWRSAL and a Parish 
Councillor had put me next to them so that I could get to know them 
a little. This was thoughtful and worked! I had another ex-councillor on 
the other side who had been punched by someone who disagreed with 
the Neighbourhood Plan. This was in the early days of the process of 
the village consultation, well before my time. S106 was new to me. It is 
linked very directly to the Neighbourhood Plan and is the money 
developers put back into the community, both as a way of 
ameliorating their impact and helping to improve the community, 
including for the people who are going to live in the houses they have 
built.   Hannah Price had created a good little sheet asking for 
people’s opinions on where they would like the money to go within the 
constraints of S106. The money is only allowed to be spent on 
particular areas. There was also space for people to come up with 
their own ideas within these guidelines.  I remember a butterfly 
garden was one.  I was beginning to get a glimpse into the richness of 
life in Wingrave.  As I packed up the books that hadn’t sold at the end 
of the fete, I was thinking I wanted to understand much more about 
development and how decisions are made about it. I think that’s what 
I will write about next time.
